2. Give a brief critique of the most recent issue of Tuesday. The link can be found at http://www.tuesdaymagazine.org/latest-issue. Please don’t worry about spending a lot of time on this question--we’re only looking for about a paragraph’s worth of your immediate reaction.

3. What previous experience do you have with publications? Writing? Art? Design? Business? We welcome applicants regardless of experience level in any of these fields.

4. What do you think “general interest” means for a magazine’s content and audience?

5. A less than creative question: why are you interested in joining Tuesday?

6. All of Tuesday’s projects, from the publication itself to our annual freestyle rap/spoken word contest (OUTWIT), involve collaboration. What do others tend to notice about you and your ability to lead or work in a team?

Please remember to fill out the supplementary questions that correspond to the board(s) you are interested in joining. We encourage multi-board participation, and many of our current members are involved with more than one aspect of Tuesday.
